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· The 2010 CIP Codes are effective in the Corporate Data Warehouse as of Summer 2009 for all tables, except for the Undergraduate Admissions tables, where the new CIPS are effective as of Winter 2010, and the Undergraduate Longitudinal tables, where the new CIPs are effective as of the 2008-09 academic year.

· Historical comparison of major data will be affected by the CIP 2010 implementation in the following manner:

· Reports by CIP Category or UC Discipline will reflect the move of Material Science from Engineering (CIP Category ‘14’), to Physical Sciences (CIP Category ‘40’)

· Reports by CIP Category or UC Discipline will reflect the move of Neuroscience from Interdisciplinary Disciplines (CIP Category ’30’), to Biological Sciences (CIP Category ‘26’)

· Reports by CIP name may show the same CIP codes with different names for difrenet academic years.

· Reports by major may show different CIP codes for different academic years.  In particular, Nursing programs have moved from the ‘5116’ CIP series to the ‘5138’ CIP series.  The ‘5116’ CIP series has been retired.  The CIP to UC Discipline crosswalk algorithms on the mainframe and in the CSX application had to be modified to accommodate this change.
